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POOMPUHAR STATE AWARD FOR HANDICRAFT ARTISANS IN TAMILNADU 

GUIDELINES 

          Title of the scheme 

Poompuhar “State Awards” to outstanding craftspersons in Tamil Nadu  

1. Background and objective  

The Poompuhar Award for handicrafts craftsmen was introduced during the year 

1976 and it was recognized as a “State Award in 2002” Poompuhar State Awards 

are being conferred to the craftsperson in Tamil Nadu in recognition of their 

outstanding contribution, craftsmanship and development of the craft.  There 

shall be a maximum of ten Poompuhar State Award in an year.  This recognition 

will encourage them to continue with the craft in a more enthusiastic and 

productive manner and will ultimately encourage others to emulate them. 

2. Eligibility 

 All craftsmen residing in Tamil Nadu aged 30 and above, are eligible to compete 

for Poompuhar State Award. 

3. Selection criteria 

 The selection procedure for selecting the items for Poompuhar State Award will 

be through a selection committee consisting of a panel of judges representing 

eminent personalities in the various fields of arts & crafts. 

The main aspects taken up for consideration for selecting the artisans for award.  

1. Excellence in craftsmanship and uniqueness of the entry.  

2.  Contribution of the craftsperson for the development of the crafts 
through training and other programs. 

3.  The craftsperson’s achievements in field of the particular craft. 

4.  Authentic application of craft to contemporary use and 

5.  Experience of the craftsperson and his achievements.  



4. Number of Awardees  

Ten meritorious craftsperson shall be selected for Poompuhar State Award every 

year. The committee may recommend atleast one craftsperson subject to 

maximum of two craftsperson for the award in each category of crafts mentioned 

in the nominee list. The committee may also reduce the number of awardees if it 

finds the nominees are not suitable for the award. 

5. Contents of the Awards 

 Each Poompuhar State Award shall consist of 

i) Cash price of Rs.50,000/- 

ii) A Gold Medal (4 gms) & 

iii) a copper plaque and
